Board of Directors Meeting

April 10, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 9:00 am.  Stacia, Rick, Steve, Larry, Kellie, and Amy present.  Quorum is attained.

Dave Halliday gave a presentation to the Board on possible high speed internet capabilities he is developing for the Glacier- Maple Falls area, including Glacier Springs.  Action Item:  Tom and Stacia will continue to follow up with Dave Halliday as he proceeds with his own feasibility study.

Minutes of the previous Board meeting were approved.

Presidents Report:  Stacia discussed website maintenance issues.  Action Item:  Stacia will investigate options.  Stacia discussed WLT lots with Jeff Bissey previous to this meeting.  Stacia also reported Jeff Bissey has sent e-mail to our attorney authorizing contact with the new President.  Action Item:  Stacia will continue to follow up on WLT lots with Jeff Bissey.

Water Committee Report:  Rick announced Glacier Springs won Best Tasting Water Contest for the 2nd year in a row in Mt Vernon.  Rick discussed a letter from DOH regarding a missing nitrate test.  This information will be included in the consumer confidence report that Rick intends to send to our property owners in May.

Treasurer Report:  There were no questions or comments on the written reports.

Zoning Committee Report:  There was discussion regarding a 6 month exterior completion violation on Miller Way (D1 –BL4 –LT22).  Kellie will send letter informing property owner of the $50 fine.  Rick will follow up with Whatcom County on the validity of property owner’s construction permit. There was discussion concerning another 6 month exterior completion violation on Canyon View Dr (D3 –BL2 –LT15).  Kellie and Tom will follow up and send letter to property owner.  There was also discussion of Unapproved Construction violation on Miller Way (D2 –BL1 –LT55)  Kellie will send letter informing property owner of $2,500 fine.  There were no further questions or comments.

Community Relations Report:  Community Relations Report: There was discussion regarding no trespassing signage on Canyon View Dr (DV2-BL1-LT3) giving the impression that neighboring property not owned by them is inaccessible, and whether the signs should come down since a mapped and open easement appears to be what they are trying to dissuade users from accessing. Stacia will follow up with Sierra Pacific and County Assessor regarding an easement on neighboring property.  There was discussion of Mike Pearl’s resignation.  Steve and Kellie will Co-chair this committee now.

New Business:  There was discussion of online billing and payments.  Amy will do a cost analysis and get further information.  Our next mailing will ask for e-mail address updates.  There was discussion regarding AGM planning.  October 16th was selected as the date for this year’s AGM.  Action Items:  Tom will reserve Kendall School Library, Stacia will reserve our parliamentarian.
