



Special General Meeting 
Glacier Springs Home Owners Association

February 19, 2005

The meeting was called to order by President Wayne Hogg.

A point of order was called to ensure that a quorum was present.  At least 25% of the membership i.e., 46 property owners either present or in proxy were needed for a quorum.  A quorum was present.

A motion was made by Gail Grant to amend the By-Laws as follows:

Amend the bylaws by inserting paragraph 11(e)

(e) For purposes of annual dues, any lot owned by the Whatcom Land Trust shall not be deemed a lot, provided that the following conditions are continually satisfied:

(i) The lot is located in a flood hazard area as designated by the Glacier Springs Property Owners Association; and

(ii) The lot remains undeveloped, and

(iii) The lot remains open and available at all times for recreational uses by members of the Glacier Springs Property Owners’ Association; and 

(iv) The Whatcom Land Trust shall grant Glacier Springs Property Owners’ Association an easement over such lot for recreational purposes, and

(v) The Whatcom Land Trust shall not be entitled to a vote at any meeting of the Glacier Springs Property Owners Association

Barry Schaefer seconded the motion.

Passed.

A motion was made by Bob O’Keffe to amend the Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions of Glacier Springs by written instrument.

Kevin Cosgrove seconded the motion.

Discussion on Property Rentals
· Problem with it being run as a business.
