Motion to Amend Article 11. Dues, of the Bylaws

Amendment offered by Peter Ronald, GSPOA member 

Peter Ronald, an Association member, has requested to present the following motion to amend Article 11. Dues, of the Bylaws. The Board of Directors has not endorsed this amendment.

Members are encouraged to thoroughly review the proposed amendment and to be prepared to discuss and vote on the motion. The current Constitution and Bylaws of the GSPOA are available for your review at the GSPOA website: www.glaciersprings.org/governing_documents.htm. Notice is made that this amendment may also be offered during the discussion of the Board-proposed Bylaws Revision.

Motion: To amend Article 11. Dues, by adding a Section f with the following language:

“11. (f) For purposes of determining the member expense allocation for water related improvements, maintenance and utility work, the Parcel shall be the allocation method provided that:  

(i) Only one housing unit and one water connection is improved and allowed by County code for such parcel;

(ii) This does not apply to the Whatcom Land Trust and existing agreements.”

Explanation for the Amendment (provided by Peter Ronald)

The amendment is proposed to adjust the allocation of water related repairs and improvements to the basis of county Parcel.  Currently the water levy is charged on a Dues basis.  A Parcel number more specifically reflects each association member’s potential to build a housing unit and utilize one water hook-up; and thus more accurately reflects the benefits accrued each member.  
 

With the recent billing, one situation turned up unique in terms of the water fee.  Approval of the amendment corrects the situation and refunds this Member for the second $407 charge they have paid.  They correctly pointed out the following: 

 

    “-we have the ONLY single home parcel of 260 that are charged twice - everybody else pays ONE fee  (with the exception of Whatcom Land Trust)
    -Whatcom Land with many lots and no water need pays NO fee.”
