Re: Proposal to sell water to Glacier Water
Dear Glacier Springs Property Owner:

The purpose of this letter to provide background on a proposal from Glacier Water District to purchase drinking water from GSPOA.  The Board of Directors will be seeking input on this proposal at the Annual General Meeting on October 25, 2008. 

Adjacent to Glacier Springs is a 19-lot community called Glacier Green, with 17 homes currently built.  Since February 1975, Glacier Green has submitted successive proposals to buy drinking water from Glacier Springs. However, our system lacked approval by DOH (the state agency that oversees water systems) for sufficient water connections for our membership, let alone providing water to homes outside of our service area.

 
As a result of successive water system improvements to our water system that was initiated in 2004, starting with a new storage tank, then metering all our connections, and culminating with new distribution lines last fall, we are now approved for 273 water connections. Because lots have been sold to Whatcom County River and Flood, our Association is only zoned to build a maximum of 243 homes. As a result, for the first time in the history of Glacier Springs, we have adequate connections available for our membership in addition to Glacier Green.

   
On August 26, 2008, a new proposal to buy water was submitted to GSPOA by Glacier Water District.  The Board of Directors is seeking your feedback on whether to proceed with negotiations.
 
We hope to have an open and informational discussion about this proposal, remembering that our water system is owned by each of us and is the single most important asset we own. Your input is important.
