ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

GSPOA

October 16, 2010

At 1:00 pm 79 members were present in person or by proxy.  Quorum was attained and the meeting was called to order by President Stacia Green.  Parliamentarian Kevin Connelly was in attendance, and Secretary Tom Cosgrove was designated to take minutes.

Stacia gave a warm welcome message to those attending and introduced the parliamentarian.  She also introduced John Thompson, Whatcom County Flood Division, who asked to be added to the agenda.

Stacia then introduced the current GSPOA Board members, as well as Linda Dorsett, with the Envisions Consulting of Maples Falls. 
Linda was first on the agenda and gave a presentation on high speed internet in the foothills.  She stated fiber optics and wireless were the most promising options and there was money from the Federal Government available.  Round 1 would complete fiber from Deming to Maple Falls.  More funding is needed to bring it beyond Maple Falls and to Glacier.  After the presentation, Linda had a question and answer period with the membership.  Stacia thanked Linda for her time.

John Thompson spoke next about salmon habitat restoration projects on Canyon Creek, which are now underway.  He gave a brief history of the project in 2009, with 500 feet of levy removal, which improved the hydraulics of the creek.  The lower mile habitat restoration is the next phase.  They are currently surveying and hope to have designs for the next phase in April 2011.  John held a question and answer period with the membership following his presentation.  Stacia thanked John for his time.

Rick Benson, Board member and Water Operator, gave an update on the timber sale above Glacier Springs.  Roads have been installed and logging is beginning.  It is classified as a thinning rather than a clearcut.  The logging should stop due to weather in December and resume in April.

Stacia reminded the members that the Officer/Committee Reports were sent with the AGM packets.  The 2010 Annual Report to the membership was then presented as follows:

Treasurers Report – no additions.  The special assessment is estimated to run for one more year.

Stacia stated we need to vote on and ratify the budget.  There was a motion to ratify the budget by Amy, and seconded by Sue Croft.  Stacia asked if there was any discussion.  There being none, the vote took place with all in favor and the motion to ratify the budget passed.

Community Relations- no additions.

Zoning Committee- no additions.  There was a brief discussion of camping and tents and if they are allowed in Glacier Springs.

Water Committee Report- no additions.

Covenant & Bylaw Committee- no report.

This concludes the Committee Reports.

New Business:  Rick mentioned Whatcom County plans to repave the roads in Glacier Springs in 2012.  Stacia noted next years AGM will be an election year.  There being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
